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MATERIALS FOR CHINESE LORANTHACEAE(T)
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Abstract The noteworthy specimens collected from Xizang (Tibet), Yunnan and
Guizhou by the Chinese botanists through many expeditions in the last three years
have been treated by me, These specimens (not note) are preserved in the Herbarium
of South China Institute of Botany (SCBI).

Elytranthe parasitica (Linn.) Danser and Helixanthera pierrei Danser are re-
corded for the first time in China. Three species described in local flora of China
are corrected, and eight species previously known have their range of distribution
greatly extended in the present paper. New hosts are reported for several taxa.
