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Abstract: Seven species,Clematis montana ,Urophysa henryi , Itoa orientalis, Lysimachia huitsunae .Sparga-
nium fallax , Habenaria lineari folia ,and Habenaria pantlingiana ,are reported as new records from Guang-
dong Province. In addition, the family Sparganiaceae, the genera Urophysa, [toa and Sparganium have not
been previously recorded in Guangdong.
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
